A leading/trailing drum brake uses two equal length brake shoes that are anchored at the bottom
and attached to the wheel cylinder at the top.

1. Hoist the vehicle safely to a good working height (about chest high).

2. Remove the rear wheels and brake drums.
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6. Inspect the wheel cylinder and replace as
necessary.
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7. Clean and lubricate the backing plate.

8. Show the instructor the disassembled brake.
