_____  5.  Repeat the bleeding procedures for the left-rear, right-front, and then the left-front  
      wheel brakes. 
 
 
_____  6.  After all four wheel brakes have been bled, lower the vehicle and fill the master  
      cylinder to the full mark. 
 

CAUTION: Check the master cylinder reservoir frequently and refill as 
necessary with clean brake fluid.  Do not overfill a master cylinder reservoir. 

 
 
_____  7.  Test drive the vehicle checking for proper brake operation before returning the vehicle  
      to the customer. 
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
