A. Thoroughly clean the caliper using
denatured alcohol.
B. Install new square-cut O-rings into the
groove in the caliper bore and coat the

bore and seal with clean brake fluid from

a sealed container.

C. Lubricate the caliper piston with clean
brake fluid and install the caliper
piston dust boot on the piston and then
install the piston into the bore.

D. Seat the caliper piston dust seal.

E. Seat the pads as specified by the service information.
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F. Install the caliper on the vehicle. {b\\
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3. After installation of the caliper and pads, bleed the system. RETAINING TAB

4. Check for leaks and proper operation.
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
