A ridge appears at the top of the cylinder where the piston rings do not travel.  The ridge is 
actually the original size of the cylinder, and the area below the ridge is where the piston rings 
have worn the cylinder.  Before removing the pistons, this ridge should be removed to help 
prevent damage to the pistons when they are pushed out of the top of the engine.
