Halderman:  Many readers have written saying that they are concerned about using thin 
(low viscosity) oils.  The low viscosity oils can be pumped by the oil pump inside the 
engine much faster than a thicker (high viscosity) oil.  A thinner oil also allows the 
engine to produce more power and helps improve fuel economy.
